• Care for Vulnerable Populations: Bureau of Primary Health Care, HRSA, DHHS, 2023 Uniform Data System. 
• Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) of 1.0 is equivalent to one full-time employee. In an organization that has a 40-hour work 

week, an employee who works 20 hours per week (i.e., 50 percent of full time) is reported as “0.5 FTE.” FTE is also 
based on the number of months the employee works. An employee who works full time for four months out of the 
year would be reported as “0.33 FTE” (4 months/12 months). 

• Integrated Care refers to comprehensive primary health care (e.g., primary medical, oral, mental, substance use 
disorder, vision, enabling services).  

• The Health Center Program includes Federally Qualified Health Centers (FQHCs) receiving Section 330 funding and 
Look-Alikes.
